You will use no fewer than three (3) source references and shall properly indicate them in the paper and in a bibliography.  Wikipedia is not an accepted reference and if used, will result in the deduction of (10) ten points from the total score.
6. The essay will be graded on the basis of the content, originality, grammar, neatness, documentation of source materials and strict compliance with these instructions.    Papers found to contain plagiarized text from online or published materials will be disqualified.   The applicants may receive up to (10) ten additional points based on school and or community service submitted and verified.
Applicants must submit a completed application, with the essay topic. The topic of ;  “The US Postal Service is considering closing 3700 post offices over the next year because of a massive budget deficit”.

What are the pros and cons of closing these post offices?

What suggestions do you have to reduce the huge deficit facing the postal service?

Participants in the 2012 Fraternal Order of Police, District Three Inc. scholarship event will write a paper discussing the topic of The US Postal Service.
